Required Number of Guards:

· At least one certified lifeguard for every 4000 square feet of water surface area, plus one certified lifeguard for any fraction thereof, equal to or greater than 1000 square feet shall be on duty at the waterside at all times the facility is open.  
· At no time shall there be fewer than two certified lifeguards present and available to aid bathers

· Owners may reduce the water surface area by closing sections of the pool with a rope or float line (includes total water surface including wading pools)
· Under circumstances when the ability of the lifeguard to survey 4000 SF of water surface is impaired (due to size of pool, shape or both) additional lifeguards may be needed

· At least one lifeguard must be present for swim meets, swim practices, swim lessons or other special events at least one lifeguard must be present

· Wading Pools:  the lifeguard must have an unobstructed view of the wading pool or an additional lifeguard will be needed

· Diving Boards/slides:  the lifeguard must be stationed within 50 feet; if a lifeguard is to monitor both areas they must be within 50 feet; if these are physically separated they must have a lifeguard stationed to them exclusively [this surface area will not be included in calculations for the rest of the facility in determining additional guards for the other pools(s)]

	Bather Health
